In fairy tales, kings live in a castle, usually located on a hill (a safe place), surrounded by a
moat for the utmost protection for the king and family. Modern political leaders often have
more technologically advanced means to provide a similar level of safety against would-be
attackers. Because of these preconceived notions of

what kings are, hearers will need to be reminded that

In John’s gospel for today, Jesus says “For this | was
born, and for this | came into the world, to testify to the
truth” (John 18:37). Perhaps the ‘this’ Jesus is referring to is a motioning with his hands to
the cross, the most clear demonstration of God’s love for humanity and the truest definition
of kingship. Jesus redefines what power is and what people think God’s power looks like to
fight evil and suffering in the world. Jesus does not resist the way of the cross with force.
Rather than protecting himself from harm in any way, the vulnerable King Jesus dares to
demonstrate God’s love for all people. Jesus does not run from pain, anguish, or suffering.
Rather, the risen Jesus, “the ruler of the kings of the earth” (Rev. 1:5), rushes to the places
of disaster and suffering in the world. Jesus goes where storms are ravaging and have

ravaged lives and brings life and calm into the chaos.

We begin worship with confession
and forgiveness not to make us
“worthy” to worship God or to
“get something off our chests” so
that we feel better about ourselves.
We confess because we are
sinners, and our ability to love
God and neighbor perfectly is
broken beyond our ability to mend.
God, however, chooses to mend us
with God’s unfailing love made
known to us in Christ. Receiving
forgiveness in the name of Christ
at the beginning of worship give us
the ultimate reason to rejoice and
praise God with our worship.
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I therefore declare to you the entire forgiveness of all your sins, in
the name of the Father, and of the -+ Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

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The third and major reading,
from one of the four Gospels,
appointed for the eucharistic
liturgy. By the second
century, the unique character
and authority of the Gospels
of Matthew, Mark, Luke, and
John had been recognized
and acknowledged by the
Church. The title for these
writings seems to have

come from Mark 1:1.

The special status of the
Gospels granted their reading
a prominent role in the
liturgy. By the fourth century,
it was customary to
accompany the Gospel
announcement and reading
with incense and candles.
Traditionally, the reading of
the Gospel during the liturgy
was limited to those who had
been ordained.

The ancient ecumenical
creeds are an attempt to put
into words what is ultimately
a mystery: the nature of the
Trinity, the God we confess
as Father, Son and Holy
Spirit or “Creator,”
“Redeemer,” and
“Sanctifier.”

The creed is not a litmus test
or a loyalty oath one must
believe to be a member of this
church. It attempts to describe
some of the ways God reaches
out to be in relationship with
us and all God’s creation.
